The thing to get, though, is that, aside from the universal truth that all roads point to

now, it!s not their back story, tour history or the fishing lure mentions of the scads of
played-withs and sounds-likes that is of import. What is of import is that, with Rumors In Disguise, Shellshag has not only made their most incredible,
inspired, hooky, crunchy, distilled and concentrated record yetN they!ve made the record that will define what making music in the new decade
should be like. Joyous, raw, engaging, innovative, personal, weird, loud, fucking communicative, inclusive, pure. You know, the kind of qualities that
made the experience of digesting and living music magnetic to begin with. That!s this record.

The record!s heart-theme is made up of the stuff we all, as evolving humans, struggle with, as the band explains: OMost of the songs on the record
are about hope and despair, love and survival, death and fear.O From the gridaced stubborn pride in Shellls vocals on OResillient BastardO to Jen
Shag!s tom-heavy heartbeat rhythms on crunchy duet OMeans Tlat MuchO, every inch put to tape is as real as it gets. Finding honesty and purity of
creative expression in the vastness of what our musical landscape has evolved into is a more difficult task than ever before, and it takes a band like
Shellshag and a record like Rumors in Disguise to answer that search.

Shellshag is a spastic, minimal, two-piece, rock band spewing the sound and tradition of old punk with the feeling and noise of no wave...These
minimalists have a thunderous sound and an innovative approach. Their noisy, pop hooks have catchy phrasing, tune and melody; their noise
infiltrates these hooks and words. Although they are often compared to X, The Desendents and the Raveonettes these two zany performers create a
sound and image equivalent to none and second to only themselves. Shellshag has blasted minds and changed lives...see and hear for yourselves,
